WHAT DOES IT COST?

We are committed to bringing this story to as many people as possible and make
every effort to control your costs. If you have special requirements or limitations
please let us know. We will work with you to the best of our ability.

For local Schools or Community action groups the standard fee is$250 per
performance (or per day*)- Plus travel expenses by car of 40 cents a mile. For
theatre companies the minimum fee is $250 or 40% of the "door” whichever is
greater.

*If significant travel is required i.e. 2 days involved in one production then the
fee is $500.

If air travel is required, then airfare and car rental or shuttle service would be
included in the price, plus overnight accommodations. These cost can be shared a
pool of local schools, theatres or community groups hosting productions. We will
make every effort to be equitable. We will also, by necessity strive to group
productions geographically.

WHEN ARE YOU AVAILABLE?

The tour is set to run from Feb 1st thought the end of May. Decision on a
possible fall tour is pending.

WHAT ARE THE VENUE AND TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS?

The play is easy to stage and quite inexpensive compared to average theatrical
events. It requires that you provide only a small table, 2 chairs, and an audience.
We have performed it for intimate groups of 30 in coffee shops and all the way up
to crowds 300 in lecture halls and theatre spaces.

A theatre venue is ideal as some theatrical lighting and sound are nice but it is
not necessary
